Adult Day Services continued from page 1
physically fit.

Eight years ago Syd was diagnosed with age-
related dementia.

"l just didn't think that this could possibly
happen,’says Ruth.”Syd had a fantastic
memory and could find his way around
anywhere. | put it down to the memory
failures of normal aging. | was in a lot of denial,
| refused to even think about it”

After the initial shock, Ruth realized that her
husband’s well-being was now in her hands.
“| realized I had to take care of him. I've got to
do this. But as Syd became more physically
debilitated, | was becoming really tired—
exhausted would be a better word. That’s
when | knew | need to have outside help!

Ruth tried home care and searched other
day service options before settling on The
Oaks about a year ago, which impressed her
because of its therapeutic approach. Syd
began coming just once a week, but now
comes every weekday, looking forward to
the friendly faces and activities he’s grown
accustomed to.

“The Oaks has been great for Syd. It's
created a structure and discipline to his day.
And that’s tremendously important since it
cuts down on his anxiety. He has stimulus
here and people to talk to. I'm not the only
face he sees”

Equally important, the time he spends at the
program gives Ruth the respite she needs as
well; helping her keep mentally and physically
able to provide for her partner.

And that's the entire point. For comfort, care,
compassion, dignity and respect aren't simple
slogans at The Oaks. They are the tenets from
which the program is based, a dedication
Perkins explains as “touching the human spirit.’

When you look at two extraordinary people
like Syd and Ruth Bernard, you can see how.

The Oaks is open Monday through Friday
from 7:30 a.m. to 5 p.m.
